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The main text of the abstract (in MS Word) must be single line spaced, typed in Times New Roman 12 points and in English, and should not exceed one page in length (size A4, 210 mm × 297 mm). The abstract should include information regarding the rationale and objective of the work, approach and methodology, main results and discussion, and conclusion.
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1. INTRODUCTION

These guidelines describe the preparation procedure of the final camera-ready manuscript of the paper accepted for oral or poster presentation at the International Conference on Technology Transfer on Renewable Energy 2012 (ICTTRE 2012). When authors submit their work to the ICTTRE 2012 conference, they should strictly follow these instructions in order to maintain high quality standards. 

Each paper must be divided into two parts. The first part includes the title, authors’ names, abstract and keywords. The second part is the main body of the paper.

2. PAPER SIZE AND FORMAT

The total length of a full paper should not be over 12 pages or 4000 words, whichever comes first. Each paper size should be A4 (210 mm × 297 mm) and the following margins should be set:

3. FONTS AND STYLE
3.1 First part

The first part includes the paper title, authors’ names, abstract, and keywords. All fonts must be in Times New Roman, and the font size of the title, authors’ names, affiliations, abstract, and keywords are bold 12pt, 12pt, 10pt, 10pt, and 10pt, respectively.
3.2 Paper body

The second part consisting of the paper body must be edited in single column format and the both the title of the section and the text should be in Time New Roman. The title of the sections should be bold in Time New Roman 12 point and the main text should be in Times New Roman 12pt font with single spacing and justified throughout.
4. FIGURES, TABLES, and EQUATIONs

4.1 Figures and tables

All figures and tables should be placed as close as possible after their first mention in the text. Each table should be in MSWord only with consistent decimals. Large figures and tables may span across the page but their distortion to adjust and/or cover the page should be avoided. Scanned or digital images are to be used (e.g. line art, photos etc) if the output resolution is at least 600 dpi. All spellings and annotations (numbers, letters, symbols and captions) should conform to their usage in the text.

4.2 Equations
Equations should be written using Microsoft Equation and numbered consecutively as they appear within the text and on the left, with one blank line above and one blank line below. Equation numbers should be Arabic numerals enclosed in parentheses flushed to the right. They should be cited in the text as, for example, Eq. (1), or Eqs. (1)-(3). Punctuate equations with commas or periods when they are part of a sentence. For example,

References should be numbered in the paper body in order of appearance using numerals enclosed in square brackets [1-3, 5]. They should be listed at the end of the manuscript. Times New Roman 12pt is used for references [5] in the list. References should be complete in style as shown in the Reference section of these guidelines.  
5. Units and Symbols
5.1 Units

In the paper, all authors are required to use SI unit.

5.2 Symbols 

Abbreviations and acronyms should be defined the first time they are used in the text, even after they have been defined in the abstract.
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
